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SELLING YOUR HOUSE – WHAT WE DO FOR YOU
1.
On receipt of your instructions, we will apply for an official copy of your deeds. This is an up to date copy of your deeds which we obtain from the Land Registry. We can then prepare the agreement or ‘contract’ setting out details of the property, the sale price and all other relevant terms and conditions.
2.
If there is a mortgage on your property, we write to your lender and obtain any deeds that they may hold and find out how much you owe on your mortgage. We will provide you with Property Information Forms to complete and these together with the contract are sent to the buyer’s solicitors.

3.
To make a legally binding agreement for the sale of your property, we have to ‘exchange contracts’ with the buyer’s solicitors. Before they commit the buyer to buying your property, his solicitors will need to obtain searches, check through the contract papers and have in place the buyer’s finance. This usually takes about 3 or 4 weeks, sometimes longer. We will keep in touch with the buyer’s solicitors and advise you of progress.
4.
Once the buyer’s solicitors tell us they are ready to go ahead, we will arrange an appointment for you to sign the papers and agree with you the date on which the sale will be finalised (the completion date).

5.
Once you have confirmed that you are happy for us to commit you to selling the property, we exchange contracts with the buyer’s solicitors and the completion date is then fixed.
6.
On the day of completion, once we are in receipt of the sale monies, if applicable, we will pay off your mortgage and estate agents’ fees and give you a cheque for the balance due to you. We send the title deeds to the buyer’s solicitors. This will complete your transaction.
